Training Schedule 

Middle school racers will have scheduled training sessions 1-2 times per week.  Most 
training rides will be held at San Tan Mountain Regional Park. 

Racecourse Design 

The Arizona Cycling Association sets each race according to age and/or ability.  Middle 
school racers will be on course for approximately 45 minutes to 1 hour, while a senior 
racer may be on course for 1.5 hours.

Estimate of Season Costs (costs are estimated based on last year’s costs) 

• Joining the league $100 to join the Arizona Cycling Association 

• Race entry fee $100 registration for all 4 races or ~$40 per race 

• Race kit  ~$150 (jerseys, socks, gloves, short liners) 

• Venue Fee  San Tan Mountain Regional Park usage fee 

• Sports Physical CUSD requires all riders to get full sports physicals 

• Bike Light  $100 for a 1000 lumen quality bike light
