‘The 10 attributes reflect the holistic nature of an 1B education. They highight the importance of nurturing
dispositions such as curiosity and compassion, as well as developing knowledge and skills. They also
highlight that, along with cognitive development, 1B programmes are concerned with students’ socia,
‘emotional and physical well-being, and with ensuring that students leam to fespect themselves, others and
the world around them.

18 educators help students to develop these attributes over the course of thelr 1B education, and to
‘demonstrate them in increasingly fobust and sophisticated ways as they mature. The development of these
