Factors that contribute to grades in reading:

eHigh Frequency Words- Fluently read the first 50/50 by September. Fluently
read 100/100 high frequency words by December and 200/200 by May.

eDIBELS- Phoneme segmentation, nonsense word fluency, oral reading

fluency, and retell
BLUE: above benchmark
GREEN: at the benchmark

: below benchmark
RED: well below benchmark at risk

Factors that contribute to grades in writing:

e Writing- opinion pieces, informative/explanatory texts,
