We recommend that students take the PSAT/NMSQT in 

order to receive feedback about strengths and weaknesses, enter the com-

petition for National Merit Scholar scholarships (11th graders) and to help 

prepare for the SAT.

Uniform Fees  

P.E. Uniforms—must be purchased online during Husky days or in person at the bookstore once school starts.  

The uniform includes a Hamilton t-shirt and black Hamilton shorts for $15. 

Sports Academy Uniforms– students in sports academy are required to wear uniforms. If purchased at the 
bookstore the cost is $23.00 for shirts and $20.00 for shorts. Swimming caps will cost $10.00. 
 

Textbooks are provided for student use; however, if lost or damaged, the student and parent/guardian  
are responsible for replacement costs.    

             Cum Laude Recognition Program 

Family Yearly Athletic Passes can be purchased during online Husky Days for $125.00.  This pass enables 

families of 4 (2 adults and 2 school age children) to attend athletic home regular season games at no addi-

tional charge.  Passes cannot be used during AIA State play off and championship games. 

Family Yearly Athletic Passes  

Student Activity Cards can be purchased online during Husky Days for $35.00. This card allows students FREE 

admission to all home athletic events (excluding AIA playoff/championship games).  Students will also   

receive a FREE class shirt.  Additional class shirts can be purchased for $10.00.

Arizona state law requires stu-

dents to attend 90% of class 

periods in order to earn credit.  

Students with 10 absences or 

more in a semester, either ex-

cused or unexcused, may be 

dropped from their classes 

with NO credit and be required 

to attend Saturday school.

All CUSD high schools are now using the Cum Laude recognition program.  This program will replace 

the concept of designating a valedictorian and salutatorian at graduation.  Under the Cum Laude program 

more of our academic successful seniors will be recognized. 
 

Cum Laude - meaning "with praise". To qualify a student must achieve a 3.75 - 4.24 weighted grade point 

average. 
 

Magna Cum Laude - meaning "with great praise".  To qualify a student must achieve a 4.25 - 4.49 

weighted grade point average. 
 

Summa Cum Laude - meaning "with the highest praise".  To qualify a student must achieve a 4.5 - 5.0 

weighted grade point average.

Hamilton Dress Code  

Students must recognize that brief and revealing clothing are not appropriate apparel in school. The following 

guidelines are examples and do not cover all situations. Students shall NOT wear tank tops, halter-tops, 

garments with spaghetti straps, strapless garments, trench coats. Garments that are “see-

through,” cut low, or expose one’s midriff are NOT acceptable.  Sleeveless garments must extend to 

the end of the shoulders and fit closely under the arms.  Clothing should have adequate coverage 

to allow a full range of movement without skin or undergarments showing.  Undergarments must 

NOT be visible. Clothing must cover the entire buttocks and extend a reasonable length to ensure 

modesty.  

CLOSED CAMPUS 
 

All students, regardless of age or grade-level, are to 

remain on campus from the time of arrival in the 

morning until after their last class of the day.  If a 

student is off-campus and has NOT been signed out 

by a parent, this is a violation and may result in 

suspension. (6th hr. Athletic Locker is a class)

Arizona State Law requires that all NEW students attending public school provide verifiable docu-

mentation of immunizations.  If your child is entering Hamilton High School, they will need to 

show proof of immunity to certain childhood diseases before he/she can start school.  The minimum 

number of immunizations shall include the following: 
 

• At least 4 Tetanus, Diphtheria, and Pertussis vaccines; if the last DTP  

       was more than 5 years ago, T-DAP booster is required 

• A minimum of 4 Polio vaccines 

• 2 Measles, Mumps and Rubella vaccines  

• 3 Hepatitis B vaccines  

• 1 Meningococcal vaccine 

• Students must show proof of Varicella (Chicken Pox) vaccine.  Schools will accept parental re-

call if their child has had chicken pox and the child has moved from another Arizona area.  Children from 

other states will need to either provide vaccination dates from a legitimate doctor’s office/clinic or submit a 

positive blood titer.  Children who have not had chicken pox will need to be vaccinated.  Students who receive 

the Varicella vaccine beginning at 13+ years of age need 2 doses, spaced at least 4 weeks apart.  
       

Immunizations are provided free of charge at Chandler Care Center, Chandler Regional Hospital and Maricopa 

County Health Dept.  Letters of inadequate immunizations will be mailed throughout the school year.  Parents 

are expected to respond in a timely manner.  By state law, your child will not be allowed to attend school until 

either a record of the immunization(s) or an acceptable exemption statement is submitted. If you  have any  ques-

tions, please contact  the school  nurse after July 13th at 480-883-5002.
