UNIT PROJECTS

UNIT PROJECTS WILL BE ASSIGNED POINTS
BASED ON THE VALUE OF 20 POINTS PER DAY.
FOR EXAMPLE, IF A PROJECT TAKES 10 CLASS
PERIODS TO COMPLETE, IT WILL HAVE A POINT
VALUE OF 200 POINTS. PROJECTS WILL NOT
BE GRADED IF INCOMPLETE, BROKEN, FOLDED,
RIPPED OR TORN. A GRADING RUBRIC WITH 5
CRITERIA (CREATIVITY, COMPOSITION,
CRAFTSMANSHIP, SKILLS LEARNED, AND USE
OF CLASS TIME/PARTICIPATION) WILL BE USED
TO EVALUATE EACH PROJECT.
