Explores how to model and solve real-life situations dealing with such topics as probability, statistics,
algebraic functions, geometry, and an introduction to trigonometry. This course provides a more rigorous
approach to the topics covered in Algebra 2 as preparation for AP or IB programs. Students will use the
standards for mathematical practice to engage with the subject matter.

Tardy Protocol:

Absences:
Students who have excused absences have at least one day every day they are absent to make up the
work they missed. Excessive absences can result in the loss of a credit for the course.

Any late homework submission will cause a deduction of 50% points before the test and 75% after the
corresponding chapter test.

Students will complete assessments during each unit of study to assess their understanding. Students
will complete the CUSD Common Final at the end of the first and second semesters. The Common Final
will count for 20% of the student's final semester grade in grades 9-12 and 10% in grades 7-8 (some
exceptions may apply at the Junior High level). Common finals will be in ELA, Math, Science, Social
Science, and World Language.

Final exams will be given during the CUSD Jr High/High School Early Dismissal days in December and
May, as identified on the District Calendar.

If students are requested to participate in a survey, the survey questions will be provided to
parents/guardians seven days before student contact.
