If caught CHEATING, you will receive a zero and a referral will be written. Academic integrity is crucial. PLEASE DO NOT SPEAK OR WHISPER during an assessment! 


A participation/attendance grade will be issued through out the year through different activities.  You will be awarded points for participating in class, staying on task, giving 100% daily.


No eating and/or drinking in class, with the exception of water!!
