On-Demand Writing
3 or 4 Paragraph essay to prove a point, answering a question posed 
The three parts of the paper:  introduction, body, conclusion
To begin....either the teacher or the student...after a course of study or research....poses a question.
example:  Should animals be used for medical research?
Step I - Introductory Paragraph
Sentence 1 - Thesis Statement - a one sentence statement that addresses three components:

· topic

· point of view/opinion

· reasons or main ideas
example:  Animals should not be used in medical research because of the inhumane treatment administered and the overabundance of data collected.

So, here are a few useful formulae for thesis statements

· {Something-topic} (does something opinion} because {reason(s)}

· Because {reason (s), (something- topic} {does something-opinion}

· Although {opposing evidence}, {reasons} show {something-topic} {does something-opinion}
Sentence 2 - A sentence explaining the first reason/main idea offered
example:  These animals, often times for their entire life, live in horrific conditions, suffering innumerable physical cruelties.
Sentence 3 -  A sentence explaining the second reason/main idea offered
example: They are also subjected to countless procedures that often are repetitive in nature. 


The meat of the paper...a chance to prove your answer

Written in the order presented in the thesis statement:



1.  Reason #1


2.  Reason #2


A short, 2-3 sentences wrap up.

A better conclusion does not merely repeat what has already been presented....rather....it offers insight to help answer the question and provides an interesting, and thought-provoking ending, forcing the reader to reflect on what was written.
example: 

 These animals, while not capable of speaking to their human captors, are able to feel the pain and experience terror just as humans do.  It is the moral and ethical duty of.......






Step 2 - Body Paragraphs





These sentences will contain facts, quotes from text, statistics, examples.  These sentences will  also offer the students' analysis of these details to help answer the question posed.


Note*  this is where it differs from the Schaffer model…there is no specific format here for how the writer presents the information or analysis
