Conduct yourself in a 
professional manner by not discussing a child with anyone 
other than the teacher.

• A volunteer is neat in appearance and sets a good 
example for the students. 

 

• A volunteer is patient with the students and realizes that 
he or she is there to help the children. 

 

• A volunteer is friendly and shows personal concern for the 
students with whom he or she works. 

 

• A volunteer recognizes the teacher as the person in charge 
and the one to whom the students owe their primary 
attention.
