How to Register Online…





If the school has assigned classes to the student, they will see them listed as 
“required”.



Click “Add Course” to select your courses



Type in the name of the course in the search field.  Any part of the name will show up in the 
list.  You can also search by course number if you have that.



Click on the course to see course description



If student wants to add the class, they will click “Add Request” at the bottom 
of the description page (They can add as a class or an alternate)

They can also add from the main search results 
page, without viewing description if desired, 
by clicking the “+” sign to the left of the course 
name.



You will then be able to choose “Request” or “Alternate”

Once you return to the previous page, you will 
now see the number of units requested, 
percent complete, and list of requested 
courses



If a student wants to remove a previously requested class, they can click on the class and then click 
at the bottom of the screen where it says “delete request”



**COA Information** (new)

If a student plans on taking any course(s) with COA, they should select this course during 
online course registration.  This will trigger a conversation with the student and their 
counselor to determine which course(s) they want to take at COA.  The counselor will 
then enter the courses they want to take with COA in the COA Registration SY 25 26 tab.
