Basha High School will use the following criteria to identify their valedictorians and salutatorians. To
ive all students an equal chance to become their school’s valedictorian or salutatorian, the
ollowing guidelines have been developed:

Or;ly{ sttudents in the top 5% of the graduating class will compete for the position of valedictorian and
salutatorian.
These students, at the end of the 3" quarter, will select the 44 subjects they want to use for their
valedictorian / salutatorian GPA. The 44 classes must fulfill the student’s graduation requirements.
Students may not select P/F classes. _ _ .
No valedictorian or salutatorian candidate will have a grade lower than a “C” in any subject.
Whether it is part of the 44 classes or not. o _ N
Foreign exchange students will not be eligible for the valedictorian or salutatorian position.
Mid-year graduates and early graduates will not be eligible for the valedictorian or salutatorian
osifion.

(25 semester courses) at Basha High School and must be enrolled in a minimum of four (4) credit-

IMPACT COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP

CUSD boundary students only may apply
Students must remain with a CUSD school throughout enroliment
Freshmen must commit during freshmen year

Between freshman and sophomore year 35 hours of documented community service must
submitted by the end of the sophomore year

Seniors must have all 100 hours submitted by April 1 of the senior year
95% attendance all four years

Cumulative GPA of 3.4 or higher by the end of the senior year

MERIT V. NON-MERIT

* Merit scholarships are generally automatically considered
with the university application. There is no need for
separate college application.

* Non-merit scholarship applications are available on the
Career Center Website or in C201. These applications may
include community service requirements, presentation of a
skill or talent, or an essay. Students may apply as early as
their freshman year.



AP COURSES

* AP courses are offered in many of the subject areas. The first AP course typically
taken will be the AP World History course during the freshman year—it is a social
studies core course

* While AP courses are a natural transition for honors courses AP is open to all
students desiring a college level course experience

* AP exams are held in April and May yearly. 37 AP exams are available. Scores of a
3,4 or 5 earn potential college credit across the US, check with the college of
interest for score accepted

* Statistics show that students who participate in AP coursework while in high
school have a higher retention rate in college and increased chances of university
acceptance

* AP courses teach students how to study, outline texts using Cornell note taking

* We strongly encourage KOW student to take AP courses. Keep your student’s
counselor informed of their progress throughout the first nine weeks.

PSAT

e PSAT-- PSAT is the preliminary SAT. Given in October.

e To be taken fall of the junior year. This test is also
recommended for current sophomores and freshmen who want
an idea of their potential score during their junior year and norm
referenced test practice prior to their junior year.

e Junior year score is used as a gualifier for the National Merit
Scholarship Competition.

e Recommended for sophomores and freshmen to gain an idea of
their potential ACT score during their junior year.

e SAT-college entrance exam. To be taken spring of junior year,
summer prior to senior year, or fall of senior year. AZ in-state
universities expect a 1040 combined reading and math. To sign
up visit www.collegeboard.com.

e ACT- college entrance exam. To be taken spring of junior year,
summer prior to senior year or fall of senior year. AZ in-state
universities expect a 22. To sign up visit www.act.org.

® Many colleges will accept either the SAT or ACT but you should
research the college of your choice prior to signing up. In
addition, research whether or not your college requires the SAT
Il Subject exam as well.

SUMMER ENRICHMENT OPPORTUNITIES

eBetween the sophomore to junior year and
the junior to senior year summer enrichment
programs are available via applications
avallable in the Career Center C201.

e These include Internships, college campus
experiences that may include credit earning
opportunities, and travel possibllities.



HELPFUL HINTS

e Students are recommended to volunteer a minimum of 30 hours per year, earning no
more than half of the hours during the summer prior to the school year. Document
organization, date, length of service and supervisor. Sheets are available in C201.

e Students should belong to a club or organization where they hold a leadership role. This
IS also an excellent avenue for volunteer opportunities.

e Keep a running tally of all awards and honors earned throughout high school. (Excel
spreadsheet with 4 worksheets is a great tool.)

e Keep a list of all summer enrichment opportunities taken advantage of.

e Consider re-taking courses for grade improvement next year. The better grade will zero
out the credit for the replacement grade. Make sure counselor is aware of the plan.

e Keep a current resume and update yearly.
