Team Objective
The Varsity/JV tennis season provides student-athletes the opportunity to improve their physical fitness and learn the techniques and strategies of tennis. Though winning is a vital objective of our program, the ultimate objective of the tennis program is to enable all student-athletes to compete to their best of their ability and do so with honor and integrity, both on the court and in the classroom. 
Athletes must have a physical examination completed by a doctor and on file in the office in order to participate in any team activities. The tennis season officially begins on February 7th. All athletes MUST have their physicals on file in the office prior to that date, and be cleared through RegisterMyAthlete.com. 

All Basha High athletes are students first, and athletes second. Your academic success always takes precedence over participation in athletics. The Chandler Unified School District requires that all student-athletes maintain a minimum GPA of 2.0. Students who are earning a failing grade in any of their classes cannot participate in team practices or matches until their grades have improved. 
Per State law and District policy, student-athletes are required to pay a participation fee to take part in any high school sport. For the Varsity/JV Tennis Season the required fee is $40. Parents are encouraged to pay the fee as a tax-credit donation to Basha High School Tennis. Individual taxpayers may receive a dollar-for-dollar reimbursement for up to $200 from the state of Arizona for donations made to our tennis program. Married couples may receive a dollar-for-dollar reimbursement for up to $400. Please reference the attached Taxpayer Guidelines and Questions/Answers pages for more information.
Regular and engaged attendance to team practices is mandatory. Team members are expected to attend practices Monday through Thursday from 2:30 to 5:00 PM from February 7th to February 18th. When match play begins during the week of February 21st, practices will be held on non-match days from 2:30 to 4:00 PM until the end of the season. Quality of participation in conditioning activities and technical drills is vital to the success of each athlete and the team as a whole. Athletes must advise Coach Johnson if previously scheduled commitments conflict with practices. 
Tardies and truancies are unacceptable – Tardy arrivals or truancies to team practices will result in suspension from match play and may result in expulsion from the team. Parent contact will be made via telephone following a student’s first tardy arrival or truancy to practice and the athlete will be barred from competing in the next scheduled match. After the 3rd tardy or truancy, the athlete will be expelled from the team.
Challenge matches for team ranking will take place every Friday throughout the season. Coaches Johnson and Mee will advise all team members regarding their challenge opponent on Thursday following practice or match play. Challenge matches will consist of one 8-game set for JV and Exhibition players and best 2 out of 3 sets for Varsity players. The courts will be open for completion of challenge matches from 2:30 to 5:00 PM on Friday afternoon. Once athletes have completed their Friday challenge match and reported their scores to a coach they are dismissed. Athletes must advise coaches if previously scheduled commitments conflict with challenge matches. Failure to attend a challenge match will be considered as a forfeit, with the absent player losing her previously held team ranking. 
Sportsmanlike decorum is expected. Behavior such as, being disrespectful, interrupting the coaches, using vulgar or abusive language, refusal to participate in practice activities, and physical abuse in any form will not be tolerated. Practice will begin and end promptly—come dressed appropriately and ready to participate at the beginning of practice, and do not attempt to leave practice early.
Team Rules and Expectations
1.
Come to practice prepared -- This means being dressed out in appropriate tennis attire (tennis shoes and shorts), wearing sunscreen, and having a bottle filled with water or a sports drink promptly at 2:30 PM. Athletes are expected to have their own tennis racquet. If an athlete needs help in acquiring a racquet, he or she should speak with the coaches.  

2.
Respect the rights of others -- Treat others with dignity and respect. Athletes should feel safe to exchange ideas and ask questions.  No question is a "stupid” question!  Professional courtesy should always prevail. No profanity or name calling of any kind will be tolerated.
3.
Respect school property as well as the property of others -- This includes keeping the courts free from litter, not leaning on or jumping over nets, and collecting stray tennis balls hit out of the courts during practice. .  

4.
Respect your own abilities by putting forth your best, focused effort at all times. – As a prerequisite for participation at the Varsity and Junior Varsity levels, student-athletes will be required to demonstrate the ability to run/jog 1 mile without breaks and to run our footwork 8-ball drill in 45 seconds or less prior to the first match of the season. Throughout the season athletes will be expected to actively participate in all team conditioning and technique drills. 
Violation of any rule will result in the following consequences:


First offense – Parent contact
Second and third offenses – Parent contact and suspension from next scheduled match

Fourth offense – Expulsion from team 
*Team Syllabus – Review with your parents and bring it with you on February 7th.  

*Physical and Athletic Packet – Get this taken care of ASAP! All athletic clearance should be completed through RegisterMyAthlete.com.

*Mandatory Team Participation Fee - $40 – All money will go towards our team, including covering the cost of our team banquet and entry fees for tournaments.  The participation fee can be paid as a tax-credit donation.
*Try-Outs – February 7th through February 18th – We will focus on conditioning and doubles in addition to competing in challenge matches to set our team ladders. We will set our singles ladder by Wednesday, February 16th, with the top 8 players on the ladder being featured on our team banner. 
*Pre-Season Scrimmage – 3 PM, Thursday, February 17th at Basha versus Perry – ONLY Varsity plays – All team members are required to attend until at least 4 PM, with Varsity competing until the scrimmage concludes. We will play Varsity doubles first, followed by Varsity singles. Be on the courts at 2:30 PM to stretch and warm-up as a full team, and JV and Exhibition team members will cheer on our Varsity team in competition. 

*Team Pictures – Monday, February 21st - Both the Boys and Girls Teams will have pictures taken at practice – Boys first at 2:30 followed by the Girls at 3:00. In addition to team pictures for the yearbook, you will have the option to purchase individual pictures, AND we will take a combined picture of the top 8 boys and the top 8 girls players to be used for a banner that will hang on our courts.
* Spring Break – During the first week of Spring Break, March 14th to the 18th, we will have optional team practices at a time TBD. 

You will be in-town the week of March 21st to the 25th. You will participate in mandatory team practice on March 21st from 2:30 to 4:00 PM. You will compete at your highest level against Sunnyslope on March 22nd, Pinnacle on March 23rd, and Mesa on March 24th. You will then enjoy a three-day weekend, from Friday, March 25th to Sunday, March 28th in which you can embark on family vacation and wholesome Spring Break partying. We will resume team practices on Monday, March 29th at 2:30 PM and will continue with our regular practice schedule for the rest of the season.
