Course Overview:
A student completing this program will possess the technical knowledge and skills associated with their area of study.  In addition to the required technical skills, students will possess advanced employability skills including critical and conceptual thinking skills, applied academics, life management, and technology.

This course is the senior level course of the Perry High School marketing program.  It is taken concurrently with Cooperative Work Experience, which is the work based learning portion of the course.  Students enrolled are required to work an average of 15 hours per week during the school year and complete required workplace paperwork.
