VR- Vocational Rehabilitation

VR is a federally mandated EMPLOYMENT program administered by the Arizona Department of Economic Security.  
After your child exits high school:  The VR program assists individuals with documented disabilities to obtain post-secondary employment, job training and possible tuition payments.  

A documented disability can include physical, mental and/or emotional disorders, but must be documented by a psychologist, medical doctor or behavioral provider.

And

The disability must create a significant barrier to employment.
And

The applicant who wants to work requires VR services to overcome his or her disability related employment barrier. 
VR Process

1.  We, at Basha High School, will complete the first step of this process for you.  Per your request, we can release copies of your child’s educational, psychological and medical files to the appropriate personnel at VR.  This can be done as early as one year prior to your child exiting high school.
2.  Once VR personnel receive our referral, they will contact you for an intake interview.  

This interview will allow the counselor to get to know you, to set clear mutual expectations and to decide how both of you are going to work together best.

3.  The VR counselor determines your child’s eligibility based on the information provided above.

4.  Your child and their VR counselor will work together to develop an Individualized Plan for Employment (IPE).  This plan will include their vocational goal, intermediate objectives, responsibilities that both have accepted and a list of services that VR will sponsor.

*This is a voluntary program, students and parents are required to follow through with VR and their assigned counselors.
Note - Because there are currently not enough funds to provide VR services to everyone who is eligible, Arizona has an Order of Selection priority system to determine which individuals will receive VR services first.
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
