Our School 
 

Arizona College Preparatory opened its doors in 2007 becoming Chandler Unified School District’s first 
secondary school-of-choice offering students a small community oriented campus with comprehensive 
course offerings and a personalized approach to learning. In 2021, our campus moved from the Erie Street 
locaƟon to new faciliƟes on Gilbert Road. The move prompted a change to our school’s name from 
Arizona College Preparatory Erie Campus to Arizona College Preparatory High School. The total  
enrollment for the 2024-2025 school year is 2290 educaƟng grades 9th through 12th. The academic 
calendar is modified year-round, beginning in July and ending in May.   
 

Our faculty consists of 98 cerƟfied staff that specialize in the subject area they teach with 93% having 
earned a Master’s degree or higher. The average teacher to student raƟo is 1:24. Student support is 
provided by four academic counselors, an instrucƟonal specialist, a social worker and a college and career 
specialist.  
 

Arizona College Preparatory is consistently ranked among the best public high schools in the naƟon by 
The Washington Post, U.S. News & World Report, and the state of  Arizona. In 2019, ACP was recognized 
as a NaƟonal Blue Ribbon School and an A+ School of Excellence by the State of Arizona.   
 

Our Community 
 

The City of Chandler, Arizona was founded in 1912 and incorporated in 1920. Since its early beginnings, 
Chandler has been a vibrant, diverse community. Chandler is located in the southeastern part of Maricopa 
County, approximately 20 miles from Phoenix. With a current populaƟon of over 252,000, it is one of the 
fastest growing urban centers in the naƟon. Chandler is quickly becoming a leader in technology and bio-
science. A city of opportunity, Chandler is proud of the increasing presence and commitment of quality 
employers that include Amazon, NXP Semiconductors, Microchip Technology, Northrup Grumman, Avnet, 
General Motors, PayPal, FedEx, and Intel CorporaƟon.

The mission of Arizona College Prep is to prepare students in a small learning environment to be 
successful and disciplined in their academic, personal and professional lives. We are commiƩed to 
fulfilling this mission by providing an appropriate and challenging curriculum from dedicated, enthusiasƟc, 
and highly-qualified teachers who serve as posiƟve models of learning and character, while providing 
meaningful, manageable assignments and detailed student evaluaƟons that  foster student engagement 
and advocacy.  
 

Our Curriculum 
 

Arizona College Preparatory students have the opportunity to parƟcipate in a comprehensive curriculum. 
Students are encouraged to enroll in honors level math, English, and social studies classes as well as 
accelerated science classes. Numerous elecƟve choices are available for students in all grades including 
foreign languages, fine arts, and career and technical educaƟon. Athletes parƟcipaƟng on an official 
school varsity team are encouraged to take AthleƟc Academy, a class for which students receive physical 
educaƟon credit.   
 

Students are required to complete 22 credits and pass a state-mandated Civics Test to meet the 
requirements for graduaƟon.  Our academic calendar is based on two semesters. Students receive a leƩer 
grade and .5 credit for each course; each semester and most courses are one year long. Most students 
complete 6 courses each year and graduate with more than the required 22 credits.   
 

A small academic seƫng, coupled with courses that best meet their academic and future goals sets a 
foundaƟon for our students’ academic and personal success in the classroom and in their professional 
lives.  
 

Covid-19 Response  
 

March through May 2020 students aƩended classes via Google Classroom. July through September 2020 
students had the opƟon to aƩend classes via Google Classroom or enroll in classes through Chandler 
Online Academy, CUSD.  October 2020 through July 2021 students aƩended ACP in-person, conƟnued 
with Chandler Online Academy or  aƩended a hybrid.
