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the perspective, or eyes,
from which a story is told

One of the characters is
telling the story. Uses "I",

"we", "'me".

The narrator tells the story
to another character or
the audience using the

word 'you'

The narrator knows all the
thoughts and feelings of all
the characters in the story.

The narrator knows the
thoughts and feelings of
only one or very few
characters.

The narrator only tells the
action, being unaware of
any of the character's
thoughts or feelings.
