il/ellefon voit - ils/elles voient

Vous voyez la voiture blanche dans la rue?
Do you see the white car on the street?

. The past participle of voir is vu.

Tu as vu un film hier?
Did you see a movie yesterday?

The verbs savoir and connaitre both mean to know and they're
irregular.

je sais nous savons je connais nous connaissons

“tu sais .- - vous savez tu_ connais vous connaissez
il/elle/on sait  ils/elles savent il/elle/on connait  ils/elles connaissent

Savoir means to know, as in to know information or a fact or to know
how to do something.

Je sais |a date! Il sait faire du ski.
| know the date! He knows how to ski.

Connaitre means to know as in to be familiar with a person or a place,

Tu connais Jacques? Nous connaissons ce restaurant.
Do you know Jacques? We're familiar with this restaurant.

The past participle of savoir is sti and that of connaftre is
used in the passé composé, these verbs can take on a slightly different
meaning. See the examples below:

J'ai su {a date hier. J'ai connu Luc le mois dernier.
I found out the date yesterday. | met Luc (for the first time) last month.
