Instructional Accommodations

· Immediate positive feedback when good sounds are made.

· Use multi-sensory approaches in teaching

· Increased length of time to complete assignments

· Shortened assignments/number of items

· Reduce number of items on classroom assessments

· Use concrete materials and examples

· Segment learning tasks into smaller components so that attention is maximized and frustration is reduced.

· Practice adding elaborating information to sentences and descriptive language

· Pair objects, pictures and other visual displays with verbal explanations.

· Provide extra structure and reinforce use of efficient organizational routines

· Provide visual cues highlighting key elements or points

· Limit the number of items to compare or consider simultaneously so that working memory does not limit information processing

· Use real-life examples and practical demonstrations whenever possible

· State information briefly

· Repeat back sentences to student with correct wording when sentences are unclear or contain structural errors

· Practice combining two and three simple sentences into one complex sentence

· Provide opportunities to practice reasoning by asking questions that require him/her to make predictions
