Course Syllabus
Welcome!  This is going to be a great year!  I am here to help, and I expect that you put forth your best effort to achieve success. 1. Learn the Engineering Process  (50%)

2. Learn the CAD Program Autodesk Inventor (50%)
Dual Enrollment

Our course is available for dual enrollment with Chandler-Gilbert Community College’s ECE102 Engineering Analysis Tools & Techniques, for 2 Credit Hours.

Daily Preparation

Each day you must bring a quad ruled engineering notebook and a 3 ring binder organized with designated dividers loose-leaf paper, completed homework, and a pencil.  You are to enter the classroom before the start time and go directly to your assigned seat.  You are to immediately begin working on the warm-up that will be posted on the overhead or board.  You are required to take notes, copy examples, and work practice problems, keeping these in your notebook (in date order) for use in the future.  ALL ASSIGNMENTS MUST BE DONE IN PENCIL.

Suggested Course Materials
A quad ruled composition book, a 3-ring binder portfolio (preferably 2 inch thick) and pencils and erasers.
Your binder will be graded on its organization, neatness, and completeness.  Get your composition notebook and 3 ring binder as soon as possible and label the 8 tab dividers based upon your table of contents.
Tutoring

I will be available for tutoring upon student request.

Conference Period

Conference period will be on Wednesday & Thursday from 9:17 - 9:45.  During this time students are only allowed out of the classroom if they have a pass.  The library is not available during conference.  Students should use this time to study or read.
Attendance

1. Tardy Policy

You must be in your assigned seat and on task when the bell starts to ring or you will be considered tardy.  If you have a valid pass it needs to be presented upon entry.

Consequences: 

· 3 tardies will write a paragraph on why they are tardy

· 4th and 5th tardy stay after school 15 minutes

Over 5 tardies will result in a referral given to the appropriate administrator.  Tardies accumulate for each semester
2. Absences

Students that are absent from class should see me upon returning to class. Students will have one day for each missed day to make up their work for an absence.  It is the responsibility of the student to turn in missed work.   Work should be made up for and excused or unexcused absence.  An unexcused absence will result in 0 points on any work including homework, classwork, tests and quizzes. 

On the 6th absence from a class, the parent will be contacted to discuss the student absences.  If a student is absent 11 times from the class a referral will be given to the administration and school policy dictates that the student may be dropped from the class with an “F” letter grade (refer to page 8 of the student handbook). 
3. Late Work
Late work will not be accepted except for extenuating circumstances.
Classroom Rules

· Students will respect others and their property

· Students will follow school rules outlined in the student handbook
· Food and drinks are not allowed. Only water is acceptable.
· Sunglasses are not to be worn in the classroom.
· Cell phones should be turned off
· Foul language will not be permitted in class.
· Computer misuse may result in an immediate ‘F’ in the class. This includes:
· Unauthorized internet sites

· Tampering with other students work in shared file folders

· Creating non-authorized file folders containing files that are not related to our class.

Classroom Consequences

Step 2:   Parents will be notified about unacceptable behavior.   Step 3: A referral will be written and given to the administrator for appropriate action to be taken.
Grades

Points make up grades from the following events: warm ups, homework, classwork, quizzes, tests, projects, engineering notebook and portfolio.

The percentage breakdown is:

· Homework – 5%

· Quizzes – 10%

· Warmups/In class assignments – 35%

· Unit projects and tests – 30%

· Notebook  - 10%

· Portfolio – 10%
