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Mary Shelley and the Birth of Frankenstein

Process:  Use the internet to find out the story of the birth of Frankenstein. Create a brochure providing information about your findings. The entire brochure must be covered with color and writing. I must also be able to read the writing. If you prefer to type your biographies and information and then glue on to the brochure, that is an option as well. 
Resources:  You may use any site on the web, EXCEPT Wikipedia. 

Evaluation:  Your brochure should include the following:
