 A public service announcement, or PSA, is a message shared with the general public that raises awareness about an issue. Be creative and have fun. Your PSA should be between 30 seconds and 1 minute, so you will have to have it planned out and be concise. The rubric is attached. Keep the following in mind as you plan your PSA:

· What’s your message? 
· What do you want your audience to remember?
· What story or action will you communicate?
· What characters are there if any? 
· What dialog is there? Where does the PSA take place? 
· What persuasive techniques will you use? 
· What tag line do you want to use?
