Spelling Rainbows  
Rainbow write all of your 
spelling words. Write each 
word first in pencil. Then trace 
over each word three times. 
Each time you trace, you must 
use a DIFFERENT color.

Hidden Words  
Draw and color a picture. 
Hide your spelling words 
inside of your picture. If 
you have free time later, 
you can have a friend try 
to locate your words!

Spelling Shapes  
Count your spelling words. If 
you have 30 words, draw 30 
different shapes. Then write 
your spelling words inside of 
each of the shapes.
