The Agenda�


A student agenda is provided by the school for use as an organizational tool by the students. It is also the primary way that teachers communicate with parents about missing work. Here’s how it works:��Students are required to write their classwork/ homework in the social studies section of their agenda every day. If there is no homework, that should also be noted.


�If a student has missing homework, I will write a big H (meaning missing homework) on the social studies box for the day the assignment was due. This is a reminder to the student to complete and turn in the missing item. It is also an easy way for parents to see if their student has been keeping up with assignments. 


�Note: Agendas will be distributed on the first day of school. It is recommended that parents check the agenda often to stay informed about student homework completion.

2. Parent contact made to enlist their ideas regarding the situation.


3.  Behavioral reflection by student in a buddy classroom.


4.  Parent/teacher/student conference


5.  Lunch detention issued with parent contact made.


6.  After 2nd lunch detention, the student’s counselor will be notified to speak with them.


       7.  After 3rd lunch detention, an administrative


 referral will be written by the teacher.
