Your child should bring an AR book to class to read daily. The daily homework
assignment includes 30 minutes of AR reading per hight.

Signatures are required
Monday through Friday on the Reading Log provided by Miss Terhark.
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We believe that all students can behave appropriately in our classrooms. We do not
allow students to disrupt instruction and/or another student’s learning. Students will
complete a Leader in Me reflection for challenges faced at school, requiring a
parent signature.

Each student will receive an agenda, which will serve as a daily assignment calendar.
Please review it daily with your child.

Parent signatures are required weekly on the data folder Guestbook page. By
sighing the Guestbook, parents agree to check grades on Infinite (ampus and
review graphs and tests. Progress Reports and Report Cards will be online only.

Spalding will be taught in your child’s homeroom classroom. Your child will be
assigned 30 words, 20 phonograms, and 1 rule per week to study. These will be
entered into your child’s Spalding Notebook and reviewed daily in Homeroom.
Every Friday, your child will be tested on these three items (30 words, 20
phonograms, 1rule).

We will pass out the list to the students weekly, with a speling homework practice
menu on the back of the list.
