Paragraph 2:
· What were the expected results? (Refer to prior research)
· If the results were not as expected, explain possible reasons for the results obtained
· Explain possible sources of error in the experiment ( at least 3)
· Explain how the experiment could be modified (How could the procedures be improved to reduce experimental error? How could you eliminate unwanted variables?)

*If the results ARE as expected, explain how the data is reliable/valid
