Parts Of A Successful Science Fair Project

Remember – NO PRONOUNS, NO CONTRACTIONS

Every science fair project has three essential components. The project will lose points if any one of these components are incomplete/missing.

1. Project Notebook. This is your Log and Proof that you have worked on your project. You must write down EVERYTHING you did and learned in this book, EVERY DAY. If you fail to complete this, you will lose points.

2. The Report. Your report needs the following sections:

a. Title Page – the title in the center of the page. Your name, school address and grade at the bottom right hand corner. (School address: 1600 W. Queen Creek Rd. Chandler, AZ 85286)

b. Abstract 
c. Prior Research

d. Problem

e. Hypothesis (copy & paste from EDD)

f. Procedures – Safety, Materials and Method

g. Results – Tables, Graphs, and Discussion of Results
h. Conclusion

i. Future Research

j. Bibliography – List all sources of information in MLA format – Books, Journals, Articles, Websites etc. Need a minimum of three

k. Appendix – All additional material that supports your lab.

3. Visual Display. Your board needs the following items on it in this order:

a. Title of Project – Center of board

b. Abstract

c. Prior Research

d. Variables

e. Hypothesis

f. Materials

g. Procedure

h. Results Table

i. Results Graph

j. Discussion of Results

k. Conclusion

l. Future Research

m. Bibliograpby – A minimum of the three resources used in MLA format.
