Annotation Guidelines 
Read through the article once in order to understand format and ideas. 
Read through the article a second time, this time completing the following: 
1. In one highlighter color, highlight any and all evidence that suggests smart phones are a disadvantage to your generation.
2. In another highlighter color, highlight any and all evidence that suggests smart phones are an advantage to your generation. 
3. Now, go back and look at the highlighted evidence for both sides and summarize each piece of evidence to the side of the statement.
4. Go through all evidence one last time and put a star next to the 3 strongest pieces of evidence you found within the article. These will be the ones you potentially use in your argumentative essay next block day.
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
