The expectation is that the student will develop skills,
through practice, during the year. Students will use all class time for ART class work only. Try your best!

* Behavior in the classroom. Students are expected to follow all school rules in the classroom. No
behavior that endangers students and those around them as well as putting creative endeavors at risk is
acceptable. All students must sign out & have a written pass when leaving or entering the classroom
during instruction time.

* Preparation. BE ON TIME. You will bring your sketchbook, pen, and pencil to class every day.

Assessments and Assignments

Students will complete assessments during each unit of study to assess their understanding. Students
will complete the CUSD Common Final at the end of the first and second semesters. The Common Final
will count for 20% of the student's final semester grade in grades 9-12 and 10% in grades 7-8 (some
exceptions may apply at the Junior High level). Common finals will be in ELA, Math, Science, Social
Science, and World Language.

Final exams will be given during the CUSD Jr High/High School Early Dismissal days in December and
May, as identified on the District Calendar.
