Students will need to provide their own instrument and book. Instruments can be rented from
a music store. The Chandler School District has instruments to loan if you are in financial need.
The appropriate form must be filled out and returned to me by Thursday, July 28, Students
will also need the book Sound Innovations, book 1. (Advanced band will be moving into book 2
soon.) Clarinet and saxophone players should have at least 4 reeds, 2 % strength and a reed
guard. You should also provide a cleaning swab and cork grease. Brass Players will need valve
oil.

Band is fun! It teaches the student to set goals, work as a team, and supports all areas of
learning. It is a skill for life!
