PRACTICES: 
Varsity and JV: Mon., Tues., Fri., 1:30-3:00, Wed., 2:40-4:15, Thurs., 12:40-2:15 (subject to change)
JV 2: Mon, Tues, Thurs & Fri 2:40-4:15 (subject to change)
Every day, except game days, will be on the practice field unless otherwise noted.  Everyone must be at practice if you want to play in the games. Please see Coach Hunter or another staff member if you are not able to attend practice.  This must be done before the start of practice, not the day after.  Use WhatsApp to notify the coaches.  There may be some Saturday practices, and they will be announced when the teams are made.     
WATER – Water will be provided every practice and game; however, it is still recommended that each participant bring a water bottle for himself.
UNIFORMS – Each participant that makes the team will be given shorts, socks, shirt(s), and a soccer bag to be used during games. It is the responsibility of the athletes to keep them in good condition during the season.  Athletes will be expected to return the uniforms/equipment back to the coach at the end of the season.  Each student athlete must provide his own shoes and shin guards.  You will be given a practice shirt to wear every day. Dress code still applies. You must turn the uniforms in at the end of the season.  You will be charged for lost or stolen uniform equipment.  Please wash the uniforms after each game and hang them up to air dry. 
STORAGE – Do not leave bags and personal belongings unattended.  We are not responsible for lost or stolen backpacks or items.    
SPORTSMANSHIP – Each participant is expected to follow the guidelines for team expectations of sportsmanship as laid out in the Chandler High School Athletics brochure – Trustworthiness, Respect, Responsibility, Fairness, Caring and Citizenship. Student athletes are expected to demonstrate behaviors that reflect positively on Chandler High School.
EQUIPMENT/PRACTICE – Everyone on the team will be responsible for getting the equipment to the field before practice and back into the field house/equipment room after practice (i.e. soccer balls, nets, etc.).  You must always have your shin guards with you during practice.  The locker room will be available before and after all practices if needed.
LOCKER ROOM – If we use the locker room, athletes should be respectful in the locker room.  Please do not pound on the door if it is locked.   You must exit the locker room and be on the field and ready to practice by practice time (unless noted otherwise), so plan accordingly. After practices, Coach Hunter or a member of the coaching staff will open the locker room after all equipment is picked up. Items can be stolen from locker rooms.  Please keep your belongings locked up and not laying around in the locker room.
 
GAMES/TRANSPORTATION – On game days, you need to be off campus promptly after the game is finished (home games).  Every Varsity player must ride on the bus there and back when we have away games.  JV players may leave from away games only if a parent/guardian signs them out with a coach.  Please make sure transportation is available at Chandler High School after all games (home and away).  If there are any questions or concerns, please don’t hesitate to call.
PROGRESS REPORTS – We will be doing grade checks every Friday due to low grades for a high percentage of the program. If a student has an “F” at mid quarter, then that student will not be able to participate in any or practices until the athlete is passing.  The student athlete could be out from one week to the entire season.   
PARTICIPATION – All athletes will be expected to attend practices every day.  If the athlete is unable to make the practice, please inform Coach Hunter or one of the coaching staff members the day of the practice.  Athletes with an unexcused absence in any given week will be limited to playing time.  If there are excessive unexcused absences from practices during the season a student athlete may be dropped from the team.  It is the athlete’s responsibility to have their parents call or write a note for an excused absence. There is a $75 ECA participation fee for student athletes that make the team.  The fee will go into a boys’ soccer account and will be used for program purposes (i.e., equipment, gear, uniforms, etc).  
 
ARRIVING LATE TO PRACTICE – If you arrive late, bring all your belongings to the field. The coaching staff will not be able to go back to the locker room to open the door.  Excessive tardiness to practice can result in reduction of the athletes playing time. Please try to be on time.  
 
DIRECTIONS – The easiest method is using GPS to find directions to the opposing schools on away games.   
GOALS – The goal of the Chandler High School athletic program is to provide a positive experience for our student athletes through the teaching of sport skills and the principles of sportsmanship.  Athletes in our program are expected to demonstrate leadership and integrity, on and off the field.  Athletes at Chandler High School are expected to perform with high standards in sporting as well as academic endeavors.  Participation in athletics is a privilege, reserved for those students who willingly accept and carry out the academic, behavioral, and social responsibilities that come with participating in athletic programs.
ELIGIBILITY – It is a privilege to represent Chandler High on an athletic team.  Student athletes are role models on our campus and thus are always held to high behavioral and academic standards.  Student athletes are expected to demonstrate good citizenship and conduct. In keeping with these expectations, regular grade checks will be performed and performance in the classroom will be monitored. Student athletes must pass all their classes to remain academically eligible to compete.  Students receiving failing grades at grade checks or on progress reports will be ineligible to participate in games or tournaments until a passing status is achieved (a minimum of 1 week).  Students failing will also be expected to attend the tutoring/before or after school program to help bring their grades up to passing.  The student will remain ineligible until the teacher notifies the athletic director (Mr. Jim Culver) that the grade has been brought up to passing. Failure to remain eligible, conduct detrimental to the team, or improper conduct on campus, off campus, or through social media could lead to dismissal from the athletic team.
TEAM MEMBERSHIP – Teams are formed after tryouts. Coaches set criteria by which students will be scored on to make the team.  Once a team is formed, student athletes must remain academically eligible and follow team rules to play and remain on the team.
VICTORY WITH HONOR – Students are expected to demonstrate behaviors that reflect positively on Chandler High School and the Chandler Unified School District while on the bus or at a host school.  Misbehavior or inappropriate conduct is grounds for disciplinary action and possible removal from the team.  The “Victory with Honor” program emphasizes sportsmanship through these six pillars:

· Trustworthiness
· Respect
· Responsibility
· Fairness
· Caring
· Citizenship
Proper conduct of the athlete and spectators in the stands is expected and enforced.  We want to make athletics a fun and learning experience for the student athlete while modeling proper conduct. 
Any student athlete that breaks a school/program rule with a severe consequence, will be subject to being released from the soccer program (i.e drug usage, vaping, fighting, bullying, theft, destruction of others or school property, inappropriate social media posts—cyberbullying, threats, inappropriate sexual content, violence, gang, or drug related issues, etc).
