Course Description:

During the year, you will master algebraic properties and methods. Students will analyze and interpret
the behavior and nature of functions. The types of functions will include: polynomial, rational,
exponential, logarithmic, absolute value and piecewise. Other topics may include: system of
equations, matrices, combinations, permutations, sequences, series, conics, and data analysis with a
focus on modeling and solving real world problems.

College Credit Options: Dual Enrollment: Perry High School, in conjunction with Chandler Gilbert
Community College, offers high school students dual credit opportunities. All students must take the
ACCUPLACER placement test and needs a score of 32. Students, who simultaneously enroll in Year 4
Math at PHS and CGCC, take the course at the high school for credit at both institutions. Students
must maintain a minimum of a "C” average and pay the tuition fee to CGCC in order to be eligible to
enroll in this course for college credit. A total of 4 college credit hours for MAT 141 are earned upon
successful completion of this course. More information regarding tuition fees and specific due dates
will be announced at a future date. There is tuition assistance to help pay for the class please see the
teacher as soon as possible regarding the requirements.
