As an athlete, you will:



( attend every practice and game



( play to the best of your ability every time you step on the field

( communicate with your coach and team in a respectful 

   manner

( follow the rules of the game

( work in the classroom to remain eligible for the entire season

Each athlete needs to come to every practice and game dressed and ready to play.  This includes proper athletic shorts and shirt, shin guards, socks (that cover the entire shin guard), and soccer cleats.  On game days, athletes are responsible for their own uniform.  It is also recommended that athletes bring their own water bottle to practices/games.  We will be able to fill the water bottle with ice and water prior to each practice/game as needed.  Water will also be available for the athletes.
Practice will begin at 7:15 every morning and end between 8:20 and 8:30.  
On game day, athletes need to be present for at least three classes to be eligible in that day’s competition.

If an athlete is not riding the bus back to PJHS from an away game, they must be signed out by a parent.  

Athletes are expected to be at every practice. If an athlete needs to miss practice, this absence needs to be communicated to Coach Todd via email or phone message. An unexcused absence will affect the playing time/starting position of the athlete for the following competition.

During practice, athletes will work on both their individual skills and team skills.  Athletes need to be listening to directions carefully. Rough housing and negligent playing will not be tolerated.  Inappropriate behavior may lead to dismissal from the team.

Athletes are responsible for maintaining their grades during the entire soccer season.  Athletes with one or more failing grades are ineligible until the grade(s) are brought up.  

One of the largest aspects of being a part of a team is respecting your coach and teammates.  A team that cannot play together and communicate to one another will not be successful.  Athletes need to respect each member of their own team, their coach, and members of opposing teams.  Good sportsmanship must be displayed at all times.

Parents, as role models, please follow good sportsmanship rules as you cheer the team on.  There should be no negative comments made to your child’s coach or teammates, as well as the referee, other team’s athletes or coach.

We can be contacted before school for any questions as they may arise. We will need to be contacted via phone call, e-mail, or note for an athlete’s absence from practice. Unexcused absences from practice will result in adjusted playing time.  If an athlete will be missing a game, please tell us as soon as possible.
