Course Description:  This course is designed to build on algebraic and geometric concepts.  It develops algebra skills such as systems of equations, advanced polynomials, complex numbers, quadratics, and concepts that include the study of trigonometric functions.  The content of this course is important for students’ success on the ACT, SAT, and college mathematics entrance exams.  

Why Do I Need Algebra?
Math is an opportunity gateway and you can't get to higher math without taking algebra. Algebra develops your thinking, specifically logic, patterns, problem solving, deductive and inductive reasoning. The more math you have, the greater the opportunity for jobs in engineering, actuary, physics, programming etc. Higher math is often an important requirement for entrance to college or universities.
Classroom Expectations:

Prerequisites: Graphing Calculator
You will need to bring paper, pencil, and a graphing calculator daily.  A 3 ring math binder is also recommended.  You are highly encouraged to have a graphing calculator, preferably a TI 84 Plus. (If you have an android phone, there is a free downloadable app for a TI84.--I will walk you thru this process in class.---Unfortunately no, there is no similar app that works for an apple phone)
Tardiness:  Attendance will be taken. You are expected to be in your seat with the required materials and working on your warm-up when the bell rings.  . We will follow CHS school policy regarding tardiness. 

Absences and Work: You are expected to make up any work missed because of an absence. This may include class work that was taken for a grade. It is your responsibility to find out what work was done while you were absent! 

Warm Ups: Warm ups are to be done immediately upon entering the classroom.  You will be given a stamp as you complete the work. Each Stamp is worth 5 points for a total of 20 points possible per week!  No stamp=No credit. Warm ups are collected at the end of each week, so please do not lose them.   
Homework:   Homework is assigned on a daily basis.  It is due the following day unless the teacher states otherwise.  (Points will be deducted for late assignments.)  If you are absent, you have three days to complete any missed assignments. You must write the word “absent” at the top of the page, or it will be viewed as late and graded as such. 

Assessments and Quizzes:  On test and quiz days all belongings will be placed in the front of the classroom.  :  Quizzes are given periodically throughout any given module.  The instructor reserves the right to give “pop” quizzes on occasion. You will only be allowed a pencil, eraser, scratch paper, and a calculator (if allowed).  Absolutely no electronic devices other than a calculator will be allowed during these times.  

Final Exam:  All students will take Final Exams. 
Grading Criteria: All work will be graded on a point system.  At times assignments might to be redone.  Tests will be worth more than classwork or homework assignment.
