Course Description: This course uses inquiry to explore a variety of peoples, events, and movements in world history with a focus on the impact of social, geographical, political, and economic influences on historical events.  A world history course includes the study of the peoples of Africa, the Americas, Asia, and Europe with a balanced approach to the Eastern and Western Hemispheres for a comprehensive study of world history topics. Students must read literary works and other primary source materials related to the course.  Strong writing and research skills are necessary to be successful in this class.

Google Classroom:

Quizzes:  There will be quizzes throughout the course.  Quizzes may by individual, partner, or group (decided by teacher).  Quizzes could be in class or on Google Classroom.  Quizzes could be based on readings and/or class notes. 
Exams:  If absence is excused, you will have the chance to make up the exam.  If absence is unexcused, you will not have a chance to make up the exam.  Exams will be returned to you in a timely manner.  Exams corrections and retakes are available at the teacher’s discretion.

Class Structure:  This is a lecture class.  You are expected to take notes during the lectures.  Notes will be checked periodically.  Exams and quizzes will be based on class notes and class readings.  This class will be designed to utilize both online and in class assignments.  Be prepared to be able to do both.

Absences - If your absence is excused, you will be allowed to make-up the assignments, quizzes, or tests for full credit.  If your absence is unexcused, no credit will be awarded.
