The 2019 Oscar nominated film Harriet depicts the life and work of Harriet Tubman. This movie
depicts countless historical topics that are within the U.S. history curriculum, including but not
limited to the Underground Railroad, the Fugitive Slave Act, family separation within slavery, Harriet
Tubman’s role as an incredibly effective conductor on the Underground Railroad, Harriet Tubman’s
position in the U.S. military during the Civil War, free Black communities in the North, and the
resilience of African Americans who resisted and escaped slavery. This movie provides an accurate
visual representation of slavery without being horrifically graphic and is an age-appropriate
representation of our nation’s history.

The 2019 movie Midway depicts the bravery of American troops during World War II. This movie
highlights countless historical events such as the attack on Pearl Harbor, the Battle of Midway, code
breaking, the intelligence collection process and the military planning that was needed in order to
defend the world against Japan and Nazi Germany. This film tells the stories of specific servicemen
who sacrificed for our nation’s freedom. This movie provides an opportunity to humanize our WWII
soldiers for those who were not alive during the time period. The film provides an accurate visual
representation of WWII battles without being horrifically graphic and is an age-appropriate
representation of our nation’s history.
