Brock: We have started a unit on Human Rights. In this

unit we are focusing on reading the Universal Declaration

of Human Rights closely. We are discussing how specific

words and sentences stand out in text. We will also work

on citing textual evidence. We are also working on verb
agreement in sentences.

Ryle: We are just two lessons away from the conclusion
of our major work with the archetype of The Hero’s

Journey. Lesson 12, students will be doing an activity “on

their own” with feedback and teacher availability for sup-
port (we’ve done it together many times) Where they
will bring together the text of Percy Jackson’s chapter 7
and the stages of a Hero’s Journey in our informational
text.
