Late work

For all late work that is not due to absence, it is imperative that you communicate with the instructor.

- If no communication is received, and the due date has passed, 10% of possible points will be deducted
for each day the assignment is late. After five days, the highest score possible is a 50%.

Assessments and Assignments

Students will complete assessments during each unit of study to assess their understanding. Students
will complete the CUSD Common Final at the end of the first and second semesters. The Common Final
will count for 20% of the student's final semester grade in grades 9-12 and 10% in grades 7-8 (some
exceptions may apply at the Junior High level). Common finals will be in ELA, Math, Science, Social
Science, and World Language.

Final exams will be given during the CUSD Jr High/High School Early Dismissal days in December and
May, as identified on the District Calendar.

If students are requested to participate in a survey, the survey questions will be provided to
parents/guardians seven days before student contact.

Quarter grades

The English Department grades on a 40-40-20 scale each semester.

For example: Quarter 1's average will contribute to 40% of the grade, Quarter 2's average will contribute to
40%, and the final exam will contribute to 20%.

Assignments will be entered in one of two categories: formative or summative.

Formative is weighed at 40% and summative is weighed at 60%.

Semester grades
Semester grades are calculated using 40/40/20: Each quarter accounts for 40% of the semester grade
and the final exam accounts for the remaining 20%.
