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Course Overview

Course Description

The course explores algebraic manipulation, graphing, and application, to explore functions, mathematical
modeling, exponential and logarithmic equations, discrete mathematics, and trigonometry. Precalculus
strengthens students' conceptual understanding of problems, mathematical reasoning, and mathematical
modeling in solving problems. This course combines concepts of trigonometry, geometry, and functions
to prepare students for studies in STEM-related classes and college and career-entry mathematics
courses. Students will use the standards for mathematical practice to engage with the subject matter.

The Common Final
will count for 20% of the student's final semester grade in grades 9-12 and 10% in grades 7-8 (some
exceptions may apply at the Junior High level). Common finals will be in ELA, Math, Science, Social
Science, and World Language.

Final exams will be given during the CUSD Jr High/High School Early Dismissal days in December and
May, as identified on the District Calendar.

You must also attend
tutoring at least once prior to taking the retake.

Semester grades are calculated using 40/40/20: Each quarter accounts for 40% of the semester grade
and the final exam accounts for the remaining 20%.
