Course Description

The rigorous pre-AP/IB course is equivalent to college algebra and trigonometry at the university using
algebraic manipulation, graphing, and application. This course provides a more rigorous approach to the
topics covered in Precalculus as preparation for AP or IB programs. Students will investigate functions,
mathematical modeling, exponential and logarithmic equations, discrete mathematics, and trigonometry.
Students will use the standards for mathematical practice to engage with the subject matter.
