Topics include thermodynamics, forces, motion, Newton's Laws, and the cycling of matter
and energy through the hydrosphere, atmosphere, and geosphere.

The Common Final
will count for 20% of the student's final semester grade in grades 9-12 and 10% in grades 7-8 (some
exceptions may apply at the Junior High level). Common finals will be in ELA, Math, Science, Social
Science, and World Language.

Quarter grades

Classwork/Homework: 40% of quarter grade. This includes activities such as bell work, in class
assignments, lab investigations/explorations, independent or collaborative reading assignments.

Semester grades
Semester grades are calculated using 45/45/10: Each quarter accounts for 45% of the semester grade
and the final exam accounts for the remaining 10%.
