It is furnished with all God’s gifts…” Suleyman was skilled in crafts as well as in government and war. He supported the arts and built public baths, bridges, and grand mosque complexes.

“Day after day 60,000 people congregate here to buy and sell. Every imaginable kind of merchandise is available from all parts of the Empire, foodstuffs and dress,… gold, silver, copper,… precious stones, leather, bone, mussels, coral, cotton, feathers… Everything is sold by the piece or by measurement, never by weight. In the main market there is a law court in which there are always ten or twelve judges performing their office and taking decisions on all marketing controversies.” –Hernando Cortes, Letters of Information, describing the market at Tenochtitlan

Source: Cicero, upper-class Roman political leader, On Duty, first century B.C.E.

“Now, as to which crafts and other means of earning a living are suitable for a gentleman to practice and which are degrading, we have been taught more or less the following: Vulgar and unbecoming to a gentleman are all the jobs hired workers take on, whose labor is purchased rather than their skill. All craftsmen spend their time in vulgar occupations; no workshop can have anything enlightening about it.” 

1. What do you know about the source of this document? What is the point of view of the source? (At least 1 sentence) 

2. How might this point of view lead the source to be biased? (At least 1 sentence)

3. Solely based on this document, what is the attitude of the Romans toward technology? (At least 1 sentence)

“The king adorns himself… wearing necklaces and bracelets… The court of appeal is held in a domed pavilion around which stand ten horses with gold embroidered trappings. Behind the king stand ten pages holding shields and swords decorated with gold, and on his right are the sons of the subordinate (lower) kings of his country, all wearing splendid garments and with their hair mixed with gold. –Al-Bakri describing Ghana’s royal court, 1067 A.D.

1. Search: a) What valuable natural resource was mentioned 3 times by Al-Bakri? b) What does Al-Bakri’s description of the royal court in Ghana tell you about the kingdom of Ghana? Give at least 1 assumption you can make regarding the Empire of Ghana.

2. Analyze: Only 400 years after Al-Bakri’s visit to Ghana, European navigators began purchasing Africans as slaves in the same area. What do you think could have been the cause for such a dramatic change? 

“I am a griot.… we are vessels of speech; we are the repositories which harbor secrets many centuries old. Without us the names of kings would vanish into oblivion. We are the memory of mankind; by the spoken word we bring to life the deeds and exploits of kings for younger generations.… I teach kings the history of their ancestors so that the lives of the ancients might serve them as an example, for the world is old, but the future springs from the past.”  -An African griot (storyteller), circa 1950, introducing the oral epic of King Sundiata of Mali, composed circa 1400 C.E.
