AP World History Unit #7 Learning Goal: Students will be able to explain 4 or more key topics (People, Ideas, Events, etc.) for each of the following: The Enlightenment, the Scientific Revolution, the English Civil War, the American Revolution, the French Revolution, and Napoleon’s European Empire. Students will be able to describe, in chronological order, a series of events and explain how one event directly influences another.  

Learning Objective: Students will understand the causes, course and consequences of Revolutions from 1650 to 1820 and be able to explain the process of change and continuity.
