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AP World History Unit #8- Nationalist Revolutions Sweep the West & The Industrial Revolution
(Chapters 24-25)

Knowledge Scale

Learning Objective: Students will understand why and how Western civilization’s focus in the 19th century shifted from the Enlightenment and Revolution to an emphasis on Nationalism and Industrial Productivity.
