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AP World History Unit #9: An Age of Democracy, Progress and Imperialism (Chapters 26 -28)

Knowledge Scale

Learning Objective: Students will understand how Western civilizations gradually expanded rights for the citizens living in their home countries while at the same conquering and exploiting people living in Africa, the Middle East, Asia, and the islands of the Pacific Ocean.

(10-15 minutes) *Bell Work – “He has sold to the foes of our Faith the greater part of the Persian lands and the profits derived from them, for example… tobacco, with the chief centers of its cultivation, the lands on which it is grown and the warehouses, carriers, and sellers, wherever these are found… In short, this criminal has offered the provinces of Persia to auction among the Powers, and is selling the realms of Islam and the abodes of Muhammad and his household to foreigners.” –Jamal Al-Din Al-Afghani, April 1891, writing regarding Persian ruler Nasir al Din

1. Search: Summarize the accusation made by Al-Afghani against the ruler of Persia, Nasir al Din.

What would you write to your cousin? (At least 3 or 4 sentences)
