Article I

(Club Name)

The name of this club will be Chandler High School Wolf Howl Club

Article II

(Goal)

The Wolf Howl’s main goal is to produce and publish a student newspaper that represents the many voices that make up Chandler High School.

Article III

(Membership Eligibility)

Section 1:

Student who are enrolled in Newspaper are members of the Wolf Howl Club.  Membership is terminated if a student drops the class.

Section 3: 

Members must attend class and maintain a passing grade in order to participate in the Wolf Howl events/activities. 

Section 4:

Wolf Howl Members must wear their shirts when delivering the newspaper and at club sponsored events.

Article IV

(Officers and Duties)

Section 1:

The advisor and Editor in Chief will lead meetings.

Section 2:

Meetings will be held as follows:

Every Thursday afternoon prior to our publication deadlines.

Article V

(Elections)

Section 1:

Students will apply for positions on the staff that will transfer to club positions.

The advisor will select the Editor in Chief and Business Manager. Other page editors will also hold positions in the club.

Article VI

(Revenue)

Money for Wolf Howl will be attained through selling ads in the paper and other miscellaneous fundraisers.

Article VII

(Removal from Office)

Section 1: When the sponsors see justifiable grounds, a member, 

may be removed from office or the organization as a whole.

Members may no longer be allowed to participate in Wolf Howl events if their conduct is detrimental to club’s reputation or violates the signed Code of Conduct.
